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COVID-19 Vaccinations 

In B.C. COVID-19 vaccinations are 

well underway. The COVID-19 

vaccine is saving lives. Vaccines do 

more than protect the people getting 

vaccinated, they also protect 

everyone around them. The more 

people in a community who are 

immunized and protected from 

COVID-19, the harder it is for 

COVID-19 to spread. The current 

immunization schedule developed for the North, in partnership with the First Nations 

Health Authority, Métis Nation BC, and Northern Health, is currently focused on phases 

one and two priority groups of BC's immunization plan (developed based on 

recommendations from the National Advisory Committee on Immunization), and on 

protecting those most vulnerable to severe illness, first. Find your community’s 

vaccination schedule at Northern Health’s COVID-19 vaccine plan webpage.
